Over two decades later in 2014,
Nicole Kneale, with the help of her mother, a past Miss Rodeo Alaska, revived the pageant and
put Alaska back on the map in the Miss Rodeo America Pageant. The pageant continues to grow
today and has expanded to have not only the Miss Rodeo Alaska title, but also Teen Miss Rodeo
Alaska, Miss Rodeo Alaska Princess, and Miss Rodeo Alaska Sweetheart. In 2017, Miss Rodeo

Alaska, Inc. partnered with the National High School Rodeo Association chapter in Alaska to

also include the Miss Alaska High School Rodeo in their court.

As Alaska’s First Lady of Rodeo, Miss Rodeo Alaska will attend rodeos in Alaska as well as
rodeos sanctioned by the Professional Rodeo Cowboys Association. Miss Rodeo Alaska will also
appear at community events and parades throughout Alaska and the Lower 48. The Miss Rodeo
Alaska Pageant is organized and directed to select the most qualified young horse woman to
promote the sport of rodeo and represent the State of Alaska.

At the end of her year long reign, Miss Rodeo Alaska travels to Las Vegas, Nevada, to compete
for the coveted title of Miss Rodeo America. This is a competition which involves competing
against other state representatives in categories such as horsemanship, personality, interviews, and
knowledge regarding the western way of life and agriculture.
